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65-0425 - God's Provided Place Of 

Worship

40 Remember, Jesus said, when He 

was here on earth, talking to a bunch 

of people who was very religious, very 

fine, very cultured, a very zealous 

people, of God, 
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but Jesus said to them, “In vain you 

worship Me,” teaching for Doctrine 

their traditions of man. 
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Remember how pious those people 

was, and how zealous of God. I believe 

if we were counting the people who 

were more zealous, of today or that 

day, they would be more zealous than 

we are. 
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Far more! When it come to keeping 

the traditions and laws, and things, 

they lived by those. And they were 

very zealous of God, and they believed 

God. 
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But Jesus, God made flesh among us, 

said, “In vain do you worship 

Me.” Now, He didn’t say they didn’t 

worship Him. They was worshiping 

Him, but in vain.
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41 So anything in vain is of non-, 

no avail, doesn’t do no good. You 

should never do it, because you’re just 

wasting your time. You’re wasting 

your breath, you’re wasting your 

efforts, until we come to know what 

we’re doing.
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42 Surely, if God expects people to be 

perfect, as Jesus said, “Be ye therefore 

perfect even as your Father in Heaven is 

perfect,” there must be some 

preparation somewhere. And He said, 

“I’ll choose the place that the people 

will worship Me. No other place will I 

meet them.” 
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And, now, that’s got to be that place, 

and we ought to seek it out. Find out 

where it’s at, and then go there. I think 

we should turn there, quickly, when we 

find the place, leaving other things 

alone.
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43 Now, remember, Jesus said in this 

same Scripture here that I’m 

quoting. Man’s tradition then is in 

vain. We should never fool with 

it. There needs be, somewhere, some 

place that He has provided a place for 

us, that we could come and the 

worship would be received.

Now, remember, outside of that chosen 

place, no matter how sincere you are, 

how fundamental you are, you are still 

worshiping in vain. 
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64-0816 - Proving His Word 
60 You know, there’s a Scripture in 

the Bible, in First Thessalonians 5:21, 

where it is written, “Prove all things; 

hold fast to that which is good.” 
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When anything is proven, it will either 

be proven “right” or “wrong.” And 

when there’s anything in question, it 

should be proven until you find out 

what is right.
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And then as you find what is right, It 

said, “Hold fast.” In other words, 

“Grip it, don’t turn it loose. Hold it 

fast!” In other words, “Hold it tight, 

so that it will not slip.” 
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Hold fast to that which is good, after 

it’s been proven “right.” And anything 

that’s proven “not right,” then turn it 

loose as quick as you can, get away 

from it. Don’t never hold onto the 

wrong thing.
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61 Now, it is possible that staunch 

Christians, fine people, hold 

sometimes, hold to the wrong thing, 

thinking it is right. But then these 

things should be proven, whether they 

are “right” or “wrong.” And it’s the 

duty of all of us, as we are expecting 

to go to Heaven when Jesus comes. 
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And it’s the minister’s duty, when any 

question is brought up, that he solves 

this out, and then proves it before the 

people, that they might 

understand, because no one wants to 

be found “wrong,” holding to the 

wrong thing.
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62 So we have a Scripture (and Jesus 

said, “all Scriptures must be fulfilled”) 

that we should prove all things. And 

then, “hold fast,” or, “hold tight, get 

a death-grip on it. And don’t turn it 

loose, hold fast to that which is 

good.”

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If God give you the gift of the Holy 

Ghost (You believe that?), well, the 

Word of God is a conductor to use that 

power with. Whatever the Holy Ghost 

promised you, that’s what you can do.
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40 See, that’s the thing that delivers 

the Word. The Word goes right out, 

and the Holy Spirit follows the 

Word.

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65-0220 - God's Chosen Place Of 

Worship

54 Notice, it was the only place death 

could not strike. When death was 

about to strike the land, there had to be 

a certain place; all from under this 

died. Only one place! 
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Now, it didn’t mean it was one house; 

but there was one place, that’s where 

the lamb was killed. Where the lamb’s 

blood was, the death angel could not 

strike, because it was the one place 

God had put His Name. 
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And that lamb was named back there in 

the beginning, a lamb. Notice, it was 

the one place he could not strike.
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55 And now the same is today. There 

is only one place that spiritual death 

cannot strike, that’s the Word. Death 

can’t strike the Word, because It’s the 

living Word of God.
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But when you put creeds with It, the 

Word moves out to Itself.

Therefore, you 

see, when the creed comes into a 

denomination, they all go after the 

creed; 
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and the Word dies out, and goes on 

with somebody else and increases It 

more. Picks up the momentum, as It 

go from justification, 

sanctification, baptism of the Holy 

Ghost, and on out into the Grain! 
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Do you see the path God has 

trod? Bringing His Name, all the time, 

right down the same way, because He is 

the Word.

Notice, It can’t die. The Word of Life 

can’t die.

193 Now, then, Him in view, we see 

now all denominations and creeds left 

behind; for He is the pure, 

unchangeable Word of God, which is 

the unleavened bread, Saint John 1.

104 Now, therefore, true life can only 

come or reproduce itself by its 

original breeding.

can’t reproduce itself again. It’s 

done. It’s finished.
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108 Like Eve, see, she brought forth a 

hybrid crop. Look at us today, and you 

can look around and see that’s 

true. Uh-huh. See? Sure did. Wasn’t 

God’s purpose. No, sir. Just have to hold 

back, for something I’m thinking right 

now. See?
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109 To mix it, brings forth a hybrid 

crop. And a hybrid crop is a dead crop, 

far as rebreeding. It won’t rebreed 

itself. 
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It can’t, ’cause God said so. It has to 

bring forth of its kind, and you’ve 

mixed it. Now you can see the church 

right there, where we’re—we’re going 

to wind up. 
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It died there, for it cannot bring forth 

of its kind. Why? It’s mixed. You can’t 

do nothing with it. It’s dead. It’s 

finished.

disbelieve any Word of God’s

about that. You believe It, you’ll accept 

It. 
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If you lay It aside, say, “Well, my church 

don’t believe It that way,” then you do 

not believe It’s God’s Word, and you’ll 

walk away under the same 

condemnation that Eve went away 

under.

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87 Now, men and women, and 

delegates of this convention, I want to 

say this without respect of 

person. But, in the view of today, in 

view of what we’re here for today, I’m 

afraid that the traditions of the 

fathers, the church fathers, has hid 

This from too many people. 
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Since the Holy Ghost has come in this 

last days, as prophesied, and the veil 

has been rent, too many people try to 

hang to their traditions of the 

fathers. 
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And that’s why they can’t see this 

extreme joy, and peace, and things that 

the Church has today. Yet, It’s in plain 

view of those who believe.

Yes, the land is full of carnal 

impersonators. In that last day they 

will try to imitate that 

prophet-messenger. The seven sons of 

Sceva tried to imitate Paul.
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Simon the sorcerer tried to imitate 

Peter. Their impersonations will be 

carnal. They won’t be able to produce 

what the true prophet produces. 
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When he says the revival is over they 

will go around claiming a great 

revelation that what the people have 

is exactly right and God is going to do 

bigger and more wonderful things 

amongst the people. 
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And the people will fall for it. These 

same false prophets will claim that 

the messenger of the last-day is not a 

theologian, so he ought not to be 

heard. They won’t be able to produce 

what the messenger can; 
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they won’t be vindicated by God as 

that last-day prophet is, but with their 

great swelling words and with the 

weight of their 

world-wide notoriety they will warn 

the people not to hear that man 

(messenger) and they will say he 

teaches wrong. 
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They are running exactly true to their 

fathers, the Pharisees, who were of 

the devil, for they claimed that both 

John and Jesus taught error.

Now why do these false prophets 

come against the true prophet and 

discredit his teaching? 
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Because they are running true to form 

as did their forefathers when in the 

days of Ahab they withstood 

Micaiah. There were four hundred of 

them and all of them were in 

agreement; and by them all saying the 

same thing, they fooled the people. 
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But ONE prophet — just one — was 

right and all the rest wrong because 

God had committed the revelation to 

ONLY ONE.

Beware of false prophets, for they are 

ravening wolves.
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If you are still in any doubt about this 

ask God by His Spirit to fill you and 

lead you, FOR THE VERY ELECT CAN’T 

BE FOOLED. Did you get that? There 

isn’t any man can fool you. Paul could 

not fool any elect, had he been 

wrong. 
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And in that first Ephesian Age the 

elect there could not be fooled for 

they tried the false apostles and 

prophets and found them to be liars 

and put them out. Hallelujah. HIS 

sheep hear His voice and they follow 

HIM. Amen. I believe it.

Is The Living Word For 

That Time
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64-0415 - Christ Is Identified The Same 

In All Generations

87 He isn’t going 

to judge the world by any church. He 

isn’t going to judge the Word by any 

code or any creed. He’s going 

to judge the world by Jesus Christ, 

and He is the Word. Jesus is the 

Word. 
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“In the beginning was the Word, and 

the Word was with God, and the Word 

was God.” And the Word, still God, 

“the same yesterday, today, and 

forever.” Same yesterday, today, and 

forever!
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88 Now how could it be? God, in the 

beginning, lotted His Word, so much 

for each age. That’s the reason He 

knew the end from the beginning. In 

each age there was a—a prophecy 

lotted for that age. 
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Usually, the churches, and so forth, 

and the groups of people, all had it so 

twisted up, until He would send a 

prophet on the scene. Now, we know 

the Bible said, that, “God, in sundry 

times, in divers manners spake to the 

fathers through the prophets, in this 

last days through His Son, Jesus 

Christ.”

Never, the unchanging God never 

changes His way of doing things. God 

has one way of doing things, and He 

doesn’t change, at all.    
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- 4 - The Smyrnaean Church Age    
Notice here that Jesus (by the Spirit) 

in EVERY age addresses Himself to 

ONLY ONE person relative to the Word 

for that age. Only ONE messenger for 

each age receives what the Spirit has 

to say to that age, and that ONE 

MESSENGER is the messenger to the 

true church. 
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He speaks for God by revelation to the 

“churches,” both true and false. The 

message is then broadcast to all. 
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But though it is broadcast for all who 

come within range of the 

message, that message is received 

individually by only a certain qualified 

group in a certain way. Each individual 

of that group is one who has the ability 

to hear what the Spirit is saying by way 

of the messenger. 
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Those who hear are not getting their 

own private revelation, nor is a group 

getting their collective 

revelation, BUT EACH PERSON IS 

HEARING AND RECEIVING WHAT THE 

MESSENGER HAS ALREADY RECEIVED 

FROM GOD.
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Now think it not strange that this is 

the case, for Paul set this pattern 

under the hand of God. Paul alone had 

the full revelation for his day as 

evidenced by his confrontation of the 

other apostles who admitted that 

Paul was the Prophet-Messenger to 

the Gentiles for that day. 

143



And also note by actual illustration in 

the Word, that when Paul desired to 

go to Asia, God forbade him, for the 

sheep (His children) were in 

Macedonia and they (the 

Macedonians) would hear what the 

Spirit had to say through Paul, while 

the people in Asia would not.
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In every age we have exactly the same 

pattern. That is why the light comes 

through some God-given messenger 

in a certain area, and then from that 

messenger there spreads the light 

through the ministry of others who 

have been faithfully taught. 
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But of course all those who go out 

don’t always learn how necessary it is 

to speak ONLY what the messenger 

has spoken. 
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(Remember, Paul warned the people 

to say only what he said, I Corinthians 

14:37, “If any man think himself to be 

a prophet, or spiritual, let him 

acknowledge that the things that I 

write unto you are the 

COMMANDMENTS OF THE LORD.” 
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“What? Came the Word of God out 

from you? or came it unto you 

only?”) They add here, or take away 

there, and soon the message is no 

longer pure, and the revival dies 

down.
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How careful we must be to hear ONE 

voice, for the Spirit has but one voice 

which is the voice of God. Paul warned 

them to say what he said, even as 

Peter did likewise. He warned them 

that EVEN HE (PAUL) could not change 

one word of what he had given by 

revelation. 
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Oh, how important it is to hear the 

voice of God by way of His 

messengers, and then say what has 

been given them to say to the 

churches.

I write not these things to shame 

you, but as my beloved sons I warn you.
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15 
For though ye have ten thousand 

instructers in Christ, yet have ye not 

many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have 

begotten you through the gospel.

For this cause have I sent unto you 

Timotheus, who is my beloved son, and 

faithful in the Lord, who shall bring you 

into remembrance of my ways which be 

in Christ, as I teach every where in every 

church.
