	Slide 145: But you let so many things get it out of you. You let your job, you let your wife, 
	Slide 146: you let your husband, you let your children, you let the cares of the world, you let some pastor, you let somebody else get that out of you, 
	Slide 147: when you know that way down in your heart you’re thirsting, hungry. It’s God trying to reveal it to you, see, the revelation. The last day is here. Notice now.
